Guided by a commitment to fairness, integrity, and community, SNHSA serves as a
central resource for equestrians of all levels, fostering an inclusive environment that
promotes growth, learning and sportsmanship.

In 2025, SNHSA's members totaled 124 junior, adult amateur and professional riders.
